ACCESS TO BOOKS AND RECORDS
The Parties agree that until the expiration of four years after the furnishing of services under this Agreement, the Parties will make available to the Secretary of the United States Department of Health and Human Services (“the Secretary”) and the United States Comptroller General, and their duly authorized representatives, this contract and all books, documents, and records necessary to certify the nature and extent of the costs of those services. If a Party carries out the duties of this Agreement through a subcontract worth $10,000 or more over a twelve month period with another individual or entity, the subcontract will also contain a clause requiring the individual or entity to make available, upon written request of the Secretary, the United States Comptroller General and its duly authorized representatives, the subcontract and books, documents, and records necessary to verify the nature and extent of the costs of the services provided under this Agreement.
