Security Management Plan

I. Mission

The mission of this plan is to outline a security management program to protect employees, students, patients, visitors, and property of Texas Tech University Health Sciences Center El Paso (TTUHSCEP).  (Please see Attachment- A for location of Clinical Buildings)
II. Authority

The plan is administered by TTUHSCEP administration facilitated by dissemination of policies and procedures applicable to TTUHSCEP faculty, staff, and students.  A primary component of the university system’s security is the Texas Tech El Paso Police Department (TTEPPD).  TTEPPD is a professional law enforcement division that complies with Texas Commission on Law Enforcement. 
III. Structure of Texas Tech Police Department

The TTEPPD Chief of Police reports to Jessica Fisher, CFO. Currently the TTEPPD authorized strength for TTUHSCEP Campus is: 43 employees (18 licensed peace officers and 7 Communication Operators, 14 Guards and 3 civilian employees). 

IV. Responsibilities

Clinic procedures and practices are adopted through the Safety Committee and recommended to Clinic Operations Committee, when applicable and appropriate. 
TTEPPD offices are physically located inside of the Administrative Support Building (ASB) located at 200 Rick Francis, and are staffed and operated, 365 days/year.

TTEPPD primary jurisdiction includes property under the control of the Texas Tech University and Texas Tech University Health Sciences Center Board of Regents. TTEPPD, El Paso Police Department, and El Paso County Sheriff’s Department cooperate to facilitate immediate response to property not immediately located on campus.
TTEPPD completes incident and crime reports, involving patients, visitors, employees, students, and property.  Follow-up investigations are conducted as needed.  Criminal prosecutions are pursued through the El Paso Criminal District Attorney’s Office.

TTU Office of General Counsel is available for consultation regarding legal opinion. 

V. Implementation

Components of the security plan are contained in the Texas Tech University Health Sciences Center Operating Policies and Procedures and School of Medicine Ambulatory Clinic Policy Manuals.  TTUHSCEP OP 10.01 establishes the authority of The Operating Policies and Procedures, stipulates responsibility for timely review and suggested revision of policies. The policies are available on line at:  http://elpaso.ttuhsc.edu/opp/  and are available to all HSC employees.

VI. Training and Education

New TTUHSCEP employees attend an institutionally sponsored orientation.  Course materials include dissemination of pertinent information by various departments to inform and guide new employees.  Additionally, educational pamphlets are distributed at strategically located points designated as high pedestrian traffic areas. Additional training is conducted by clinics and departments with regard to risk-specific activities. The Office of Institution Advancement is utilized to educate campus user’s activity or immediate threat of criminal activity.
VII. Information Collection & Evaluation System

TTEPPD El Paso- submits campus crime statistics in compliance with the “Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Campus Crime Statistics Act.” 
VIII. Performance Improvement Indicators
The Performance Improvement Indicators will be monitored yearly to ensure we are compliant with our plan.  The following areas will be evaluated. 

1. Percentage of clinical sites that conduct an active shooter or disruptive party drill on an annual basis.
a. Explanatory notes:   

1) This PI should be at 100% on an annual basis, if we are complying with the requirement to conduct one emergency management drill per clinical site annually.
2) Failure to meet 100% annually should be remedied by conducting an exercise in the missing clinical site within 90 days of the plan review date.
3) This goal will continue to be effective until the focus of the annual emergency drills changes from active shooter/disruptive patient to some other area of identified risk.

2. Number of individual clinical departments that have participated in an active shooter or disruptive party drill.

a. Explanatory notes:

1) This PI will include a baseline number of individual clinical departments that have participated in active shooter or disruptive party drills.
2) This number will increase on an annual basis, as we will choose a different department in those sites with multiple departments, until all departments have participated in an exercise/drill.   At the time we reach all of the departments, we will change this performance indicator.
